This 11-week face-to-face course is designed for students who have completed Spanish Regular 2 or new students who after 
taking the placement test are eligible for Regular 3. This Spanish course places emphasis on the development of the necessary 
skills to effectively communicate in Spanish in formal and informal situations in personal, work-related and social contexts. 

LEARNING OBJECTIVES 

At the end of this course you will be able to: 

● Identificar algunas connotaciones culturales de una 
palabra.

● Identificar y usar adecuadamente convenciones 

sociales básicas, y elogiar y reaccionar ante un 
elogio.  

● Comprender la información importante en textos 
biográficos orales y escritos, e intercambiar 
información biográfica básica de manera oral.
